We recommend the cabin is assembled by a minimum of two persons.

Tools required (Not supplied): cross head screwdriver, flat screwdriver, square ruler, spirit level, adjustable 

wrench and ladder.  
 
Water and electricity connections 

Fig 1. 1/Cold water, 2/Hot water, 3/Waste pipe (40mm) 4/ Electricity 16Amp (IP55)  
 
Water 
We recommend a minimum of 1.5 bar water pressure. 
Hot and cold water supply should have convenient isolation valves, check valves and be fitted with filters. 
If you incorporate a shower pump, you must consult the pump manufacturer to ensure you purchase the correct 
pump for your installation.

Electrical installation must be carried out by a qualified electrician to current IEE regulations.

Shower tray 
Fig 2. Remove the access panel from the front of the shower tray. Place the shower into the chosen location; 
adjust the feet as necessary to level all edges using an accurate spirit level, and tighten lock nuts. All feet must 
be supporting the tray. Refit access panel and remove the tie securing the steam generator drain pipe to the 
metal sub frame.

Cabin assembly 
 
Move the shower tray away from the walls to allow for ladder access to all sides. 
 
Fig 3. Apply a generous bead of silicone to the base of the back wall. Place acrylic wall onto the shower tray 
and secure using 6 pcs M6 x 20 hexagonal screws.

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Extract aluminum profile wall (item 28) from aluminum profile glass(item 29). Refer to packing list and Fig 7 
(circled) . 
 
Fig 5. Place the bottom aluminum door track onto a suitable clean surface, (avoid scratching). Identify left hand 
glass panel ensure “U” seals are fitted to top and bottom of glass panel. Place panel between bottom runner and 
glazing bar and fix to bottom track using 2 pcs ST3.5 x 20 self tapping screws. Tighten glazing bar screws. 
Repeat process for right hand glass panel. 
 
Fig 6. Fit the top aluminum door track using the same method as for bottom door track. Fit wiper seals.

Refit aluminum profile wall (item 28) into aluminum profile glass (item 29). 
 
Fig 7. Carefully place the assembled front panel onto the shower tray and secure to acrylic walls using 18 pcs 
ST4 x 25 self tapping screws. 
        
Fig 8. Place ceiling onto cabin and fix it to back wall with 6 pcs M6 x 20 hexagonal screws and to top track 
using 5 pcs ST4 x 16 self tapping screws.

Fig 9/10. Break down runners to components. Place two running wheels into top track, offer up door locating 
thread through holes in door, fit back plate and nut. Fit bottom runners using the same method. Adjust the door 
runners so the doors align correctly and move freely, tighten nuts. Fit door handles and wiper seals.

3. Thermostatic valve, rotate to left to increase water temperature, safety stop at 38C. For a higher temperature

Functions 

 

1. Power on/off 

Press and release the “POWER” button on the control panel or remote control, this will place 

all functions into standby. The LED display will be lit blue and display the current environment 

temperature, and the mood light icon. To turn the unit off press the “POWER” button again. 

 

 2. Mood light 

The cromo relax light will be lit when this unit is activated. Press and release    button on control 

panel or remote control to turn off cromo relax light.  Press    again to turn on ceiling lamp. Press  

  for the third time to turn on cromo relax light, the forth time to turn off ceiling lamp, the fifth time 

Power 
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to turn off cromo relax light.  

3. Extractor Fan  

    To activate extractor fan, press  button on control panel or remote control. The LCD screen displays 

exhaust fan indicator icon. Press   again to turn off extractor fan. To keep fresh air in the cabin, after 

all functions are turned off approx 20 minutes later, the extractor fan turns on automatically and stays on for 

about 10 minutes. 

4. Steam Control 

To enjoy a steam bath, press and release  button on control panel or 

remote control to activate steam generator.  

The steam indicator icon and current environment temperature will appear on 

the LED screen. The system presets default steam time 45 minutes and default 

steam temperature 45� . If a flashing faucet appears turn off the generator and consult page 14 

(troubleshooting).  

5. Steam Temp & Time Setting 

To set steam temperature and time, press and release “FUN” button to enter steam Temp setting mode. Use 

 or  buttons to adjust temperature until you have entered the desired temperature. Press “FUN” 

again to enter steam time setting mode. Use  or  to adjust the duration of steam bath session. 

Steam generator will be deactivated if environment temperature reaches desired steam temperature or 

desired steam bath time is over. The highest steam temperature is 45� , the maximum steam time is 45 

minutes.

6. Spray Control 

To enjoy massage bath, press and release  button on control panel to start top spray. Press and release 

 button on control panel to switch states of up spray, middle spray, down spray. Press and release  

button on control panel or remote control to have circulative spray function. Press  button again to 

deactivate this function. (NOTE: Above spray functions are interlocked with each other and just could be 

operated separately.) 
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7. RADIO/CD 

Press and release  button on control panel or remote control to activate radio tuner. LCD screen 

Displays current frequency. Press and release “TUN” button on control panel or remote control to search 

for stations manually. Hold “TUN” for half a second and then release to enter station auto-search state. 

Press and hold “TUN” button for two seconds to store current frequency when preferable station comes up. 

Press “MEM” again to switch frequency upwards, which ranges from 8. Press and release  button 

again to enter CD player (Requires Aux CD, not supplied).

8. Sound Volume Control 

Use or  buttons to adjust sound volume. LCD screen displays 0db--16db. 

9. The “FUN” key 

When RADIO/CD and Steam functions are functioning, press and release “FUN” button to switch function 

state orderly. 

 

 

 

 

 

10. Telephone 

The telephone connection must be connected to your home system to 

make/receive telephone calls.  

When the telephone rings, the system will automatically turn off the RADIO/CD 

function. To receive the phone call, press and Release  button on control 

panel. Meanwhile telephone stops ringing. LCD screen displays telephone indicator icon. Press this 

button again to hang up the phone. 

If you want to give someone a call, press and release  . You will hear a dial tone, simply dial the 

number required on the touch pad. Press the button again to end your call.

11. Alarm 

In case of EMERGENCY, press and release  button on control panel or 

remote control to activate alarm.   

All functions other than the lights will be turned off. Press “POWER” button to

Maintenance and repair 
 

1. For daily cleaning of the steam bath, ordinary liquid detergent and a soft cloth are recommended. 
Detergent must be non abrasive and free of acetone and ammonia. 

2. If scratches are found on the acrylic wall of the steam bath, polish them with #1500 paper, then use 
toothpaste and soft cloth to polish. It will be glossy and smooth as new one. 

3. Scale on booth body may be cleaned off by a soft cloth with detergent containing low acidic substance 
such as lemon juice, vinegar, etc 

4. In case the steam outlet is blocked by hairs or other matters, you shall remove them promptly. 
5. Gold plated/ chrome-plated parts need not be wiped frequently. 

6. Never use rough object or detergents containing chemical solvent or solid particles to clean the booth of 
steam cabin. 

7. Never use sharp edge object or tool to knock at or scratch the surface of the steam cabin, never use any 
abrasive, gritty cleaning or scouring material for steam cabin polishing. 

8. Regular cleaning of filters is required to maintain shower performance.

1. Never let children use steam cabin alone.

3. Individual with heart/blood circulation problems should consult you doctor for medical advice 

before using steam cabin.

5. The electricity appliance must be permanently connected to fix electrical net.

Repair or replace free of charge the product or any component parts, at its discretion, which shall in the opinion 
of the company, have proved defective.  The company shall be under no obligation whatsoever to repair or 
replace equipment which has been modified, altered or transformed in any way without the consent of the 
company in writing, or any component or accessory which has been replaced by a type not specified by the 
company.  The company’s liability under the guarantee is limited to the said repairs or replacement and shall 
under no circumstances extend to any financial loss or damage including consequential losses alleged to have 
been suffered by the claimant.  The benefit of the guarantee is available only to the original purchaser of the 
equipment. 
 
Where a guarantee claim is accepted by the company it will, at its option, repair or replace a component with 
the same equipment or its equivalent.  The product must be installed, used and maintained in accordance with 
the relevant instructions as supplied with the product by the company. A copy of the original purchase invoice is 
required in all cases 
 
The guarantee does not cover any component which in the opinion of the company has been neglected, misused, 
damaged, cleaned with an abrasive/acidic substance or restricted with lime scale or foreign matter. No claim 
may be made under this guarantee in respect of fair wear and tear, or where the equipment has been repaired or 
serviced other than by a dealer or service engineer authorised by the company. 
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The company shall not bear any of the cost of removing or making good any panels, tiling or other devices 
which may hinder access to any component part. 
 
Any component which is repaired or replaced shall be guaranteed for the remaining unexpired period of the 
guarantee only.  The company will not be liable under the terms of this guarantee for products which have been 
used for commercial purposes, hire or reward. 
 
The guarantee is only valid and enforceable in respect of Biojet International plc “factory fitted” equipment, 
which is purchased and used exclusively in the United Kingdom and Eire.  The guarantee shall only be 
enforceable by you if the equipment has been purchased from an authorised dealer and not a subsequent 
purchaser.  In the event of a claim for repairs or replacement being made under the terms of this guarantee in 
circumstances where in the opinion of the company the defect has not been caused by the company’s materials 
or workmanship, the company reserves the right to charge the claimant at its current hourly rates and list prices 
in respect of any engineer’s time and replacement parts.  No authority has been given to any person, firm or 
company to vary the terms of this guarantee.  This warranty is given in addition to and does not affect your 
statutory rights subject to United Kingdom law.
